The achievements of winning Local Wildlife Site owners at all levels will be acknowledged with Bronze, Silver or Gold certificates. In addition, three Gold level winners will be put forward to our Judging Panel who will choose the overall winner of The Richard Neame Local Wildlife Sites Award, an annual prize of £1000 awarded to the owner of the very best Local Wildlife Site to contribute towards a project to further enhance the wildlife within their Local Wildlife Site. The decision of the Judging Panel will be final. No correspondence will be entered into.  In the event of no Gold entries, the Judging Panel may hold the prize money over to the next year.
