	1. Apologies

	The Chair noted that 30 apologies had been received.


	2. Minutes of the 60th AGM held on Saturday 29th September 2018

	The minutes of the 60th AGM held on Saturday 29th September 2018, which were published on the Trust website and provided in hard copy at the meeting, were approved as a true record, subject to the following change being made:

	3.  Report on the year by the Chairman, Michael Bax

	The Chairman of the Council, Michael Bax, presented his report to the Members (see the Chairman’s Introduction and Trustees Report here).  
The Chairman made some personal observations about the need for organisations to be better at working together to protect wildlife.  He noted that farmers needed to be in the black to go green; the new cash crop needed to be conservation.  He thanked the Members for their continued and invaluable support of the Trust.

The Chief Executive Officer updated Members with regard to the Wilder Kent campaign and some exciting projects for the Trust.  He acknowledged that the success of the projects was dependent on the support of Members and donors.  See more about the campaign here.

	The Honorary Treasurer, Nigel Steele, presented a summary of the Trustees Annual Report and Financial Statements for the year ended 31st December 2018 (The Accounts). The Trust’s financial position was improving and to ensure that income generation continued against a backdrop of tight funding and uncertainty, the Trust needed to find new sources of income.
