The facts behind our 
three categories

Submitting your

      Protect wildlife 

• Around 3 / 4 of crops require pollination by insects.1

• 41% of insects face extinction.2

• 30 to 50% of all species could be extinct by mid-century.3

  Sustainability and carbon reduction

• The average hamburger takes 2,400 litres of water to produce.4

• Lighting accounts for 15% of global electricity use. Switching to
LEDs will use 90% less energy and last longer than standard lights.5

• Decomposing matter in landfills produces methane  gas, which
contributes 34x more to climate change than CO2.6

• Recycling one ton of paper saves 2,548 litres of oil, 26,498 litres of
water and 2.5 cubic metres of landfill space.7

• Recycling one ton of paper saves 17 trees.8

  Engage with nature

• 95% of participants with low levels of mental wellbeing reported
an improvement in their mental health in six weeks after starting a
Wildlife Trust programme.9

• Of 87 schools, 92% reported outdoor learning improved pupil health
and wellbeing and engaged pupils with learning.10

• Of 448 pupils, 90% reported they felt happier and healthier.11
